 EXHIBITS MUST BE PRESENT AT ADVERTISED TIMES. EXHIBITS ARRIVING LATER MAY BE  REFUSED 
ENTRY AFTER 8.30 AM. 

· ALL EXHIBITS MUST HAVE THEIR CLAWS TRIMMED BEFORE  VETTING IN 

· ANY EXHIBIT WHICH IS CONSIDERED TO BE UNDER SEDATION WILL BE DISQUALIFIED (8.10) 

· AT VETTING IN, ANY EXHIBIT SHALL BE REJECTED BY THE VET THAT SHOWS SYMPTOMS OF, OR 
MAY BE SUFFERING FROM, ANY CONTAGIOUS DISEASE, HAS EXTERNAL PARASITES, IS DIRTY 
AND UNFIT FOR EXHIBITION; OR ANY ADULT MALE CAT WHICH MONORCHID OR CRYPTORCHID 
OR ANY FEMALE CAT OBVIOUSLY IN KITTEN. (8.2) 

· SHOULD AN EXHIBIT BE REJECTED DUE TO CONTAGIOUS DISEASE THE EXHIBITOR MUST RE-
MOVE ALL EXHIBITS ENTERED IN THE SHOW FROM THE VENUE IMMEDIATELY. (8.5) 

· ANY CAT SHOWING ANY SIGNS OF DISEASE DURING THE SHOW WILL BE ASSESSED BY SHOW 
MANAGER/VET NURSE AND MAYBE ASKED TO LEAVE IF DEEMED UNWELL. 

· EXHIBITORS MUST PROVIDE A COVERED LITTER TRAY FOR EACH CAT TO AVOID UNNECESSARY 
ODOURS IN THE HALL. To be placed under the cats show cage.  

· USED LITTER TRAYS ARE NOT TO BE EMPTIED INTO ANY OF THE SHOWS GARBAGE BAGS 

· NO EXHIBIT SHALL BE REMOVED FROM THE SHOW PRIOR TO THE CLOSE OF THE SHOW WITH-
